Poster Contest Rules

Minimum Poster Size is 11 inches by 14 inches
Maximum Poster Size is 20 inches by 24 inches
Councils should supply posters to ensure children meet size requirements
Acceptable media: crayons, colored pencils, ink, collage, and paint
Media NOT acceptable: Charcoal, chalk, glitter, pastels, and black pencils
Posters MUST be clearly identified with five items on the BACK of the poster. Name
MUST NOT appear on the front of poster
