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The following is an article
(received 9/23/99) inspired by
Tawnie Chute’s life in our
sister parish. Tawnie explains
how difficult it is to walk in
the light when she is sur-
rounded by the darkness of
poverty, joblessness, family
separation, and lack of educa-
tion.  She credits her neigh-
bor Adelia for giving her
hope.  Tawnie writes:

To walk by the light is to
walk without fear.  Adelia,
like most of my neighbors,
knows what it is to walk in
danger.  During the twelve
year civil war that tore
their hearts and their lives
apart, they walked, ran
and hid in the mountains
from a repressive army
who viewed all
campesinos in the conflic-

tive zones as present or
future enemies.  With post-
war delinquency on the
rise and the recent loss of
two young men to crime-
related violence, the com-
munity has every reason to
be fearful again. Yet Adelia
affirms her faith in life:  “I
was not afraid during the
war and I am not afraid
now.  You don’t die until
your time has come.”

To walk by the light is to
see beyond the shadow of
one’s own need to the
necessities of the other.
Adelia is a single mother
of six children ranging in
age from three to fifteen.
Busy from 5 am to 10 pm
planting corn, weaving
hammocks and embroider-
ing T-shirts, she often



complains of severe headaches born of constant
economic anxieties and sharpened by neighbors’
complaints about the behavior of her too often
unattended children.  A marginalized figure
within the embroidery cooperative, she was
nevertheless the one to come up with a system to
provide her colleagues with maternity pay.  In
the ninth month of Adela’s pregnancy, the group
received an order.  As I worked with the women
to distribute the work, Adelia spoke up, “Adela
can’t do that.”  I looked toward soft-spoken
Adela for confirmation of this obstacle to our
careful efforts to ensure worker equality but
received only a desperate “I’ll try.”  Undeterred,
Adelia continued:  “Adela needs the money.  But
she can’t work right now.  We need to divide her
share of the work among the rest of us and pay
everyone equally.”  She immediately took up the
most work intensive piece for herself and the
matter was decided.

To walk by the light is to celebrate.  Adelia cel-
ebrates life.  When her daughter Brenda turned
three years old, Adelia threw a party, a big party.
With crops calling for attention and a rush em-
broidery order on the go, Adelia set aside her
entire day to prepare a true feast:  chicken, rice,
salad, fresh pineapple juice and, most impor-
tantly, the birthday cake. Even if she had to
borrow money to buy it, the celebration would
not be complete without this final delicacy.  Invi-
tations generously extended brought a host of
relatives, friends and neighbors onto her front
porch to eat, drink and dance the night away.
Startled by voices hours after I had left the party
to go home to bed but too fearful to investigate, I
learned the next day that at the party’s end
Adelia had offered refuge for the night to two
nephews--on my front porch.  A call to walk by

the light--to walk without fear,
to see beyond my own need
and to celebrate with the
community.

Love to all of you. May you
walk in the light.
