SCHOOL UNIFORMS ARE WORN EVERY DAY (Unless Free Dress is announced). On Dress
Uniform days, the school sweater (not sweatshirt) is to be worn.

UNIFORM SWEATERS must be purchased at the Uniform Store or at the Used Uniform Sale held in
the summet.

The SCHOOL SWEATSHIRT, (purchased through the Parents’ Association,) can be worn during the
school week, except on Dress Uniform Days. However, it must be worn in good condition - clean and
not torn.

Blouses and shirts must be WHITE with NO OTHER COLORS OR EMBLEMS. White turtleneck
shirts are allowed to be worn between November 1 and April 1 only. No lace collars. T-shirts of

contrasting colors, or with writing on them, are not to be worn under the school shirt. ALL
STUDENTS: BLLOUSES AND SHIRTS MUST BE WORN TUCKED IN EVERY DAY.

Pants must be NAVY BLUE in color, corduroy, cotton twill or twill, ankle length, straight legged.
Designer pants and/or outside labels are not acceptable. NO OVERSIZE PANTS ALLOWED.
Corduroy pants must be regular wale, not wide wale, with no contrast stitching. PANTS MUST BE
WORN AT WAIST LINE AND BE NO LARGER THAN THE STUDENT’S NORMAL WAIST
SIZE. STYLES AND COLOR MUST BE COMPARABLE TO THOSE AVAILABLE FROM THE
UNIFORM STORE.

Walking shorts or skorts must be Navy Blue in color, corduroy, cotton twill, or twill, and may be worn
from August through October and April through June. The shorts or skorts must be worn above the
knee; however, they can be no more than 3 inches above the knee.

Girls’ skirts are to be worn no more than 2”” above the knee.

SOCKS MUST BE WORN AT ALL TIMES and must cover the ankle. Socks should be in solid
colors of NAVY, BLACK, WHITE OR RED. Shoes are to be plain in design. Tennis or dress shoes
are acceptable. SENSATIONAL COLORED SHOES are not acceptable. Tennis shoes are required
on P.E. days.

Students are to be neat, clean and well-groomed at all times. Habits of good hygiene are to be
observed. Hair should be trim and clean, combed or brushed so as not to be in the student’s eyes. No
distracting or sensational hairstyles are allowed.

No make-up for grades K-6 and only light make-up for grades 7-8. Excessive make-up or jewelry are
not to be worn. NO DANGLING EARRINGS for grades K-8. Boys may not wear earrings.

Nail polish for girls must be either clear or light pink.
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DRESS UNIFORM: The dress uniform is worn on certain field trips, school pictures day, Mass Days and

special occasions when dress uniforms are more appropriate. Dress uniform as defined is as follows:
